Get In / Get Out / Staffing – t.b.c. with venues.
Cast: 2 performer; on occasion, there may be a touring technician.
Get-in: normally three hours, excluding breaks.
We will need at least one in-house technician.

Get-out: normally no more than 1 hour.
Set / Stage / Props
The set consists of a circular 8m diameter hessian floor-cloth, withcushions around the perimeter for the audience to sit on.

There is a hanging foliage arch-way USL.
Venue to supply

· US black masking
· Black side masking with entry/exit USL
Lighting
Please refer to accompanying generic plan.  The lighting is very simple, requiring even cover from all sides that does not blind the audience.  There are a few other specials
Under normal circumstances, house lights will not be needed.

We also have a practical light-up egg, needing a dimmer, and a set of fairy lights, which need mains power.

We have LX show-files for Eos family desks and in ASCII format.  It might be necessary to re-plot on your desk.
We will supply

· Practical lamps

· Focus notes

· Colour (if venue cannot supply)

· Pre-rig of lighting as per LX plan, patched and flashed through
· Dimmer / mains power for practicals as per lighting plan

Sound

We will bring Q-Lab 3 files; if you do not have a suitable Mac, we can supply one (or Multiplay).

· Mac with QLab3 (basic version)

Transport

We will be touring in a Transit-type van. Where possible we would like to park on-site, but if this is a problem your advice on where to park would be greatly appreciated.
