Information for Front of House

House open: 15 minutes before show (t.b.c. w. FoH).
Running Time: 1hr (approx.).  No interval.  
Latecomers: permitted discreetly.

The show contains stage smoke.

It also contains a brief lightning effect umbrella with miniature strobes.

Health and Safety

The company and its staff are committed to a policy of good health and safety and strive to achieve high standards of safe working practice.  Please refer to separate production risk assessments.
Get In / Get Out / Staffing – see schedule
Set / Stage / Props
The production requires a flat playing space of 8m wide x 4m deep, with plenty of wing-space.  There should be soft black legs with clear exits to the wings on each side of the stage.  We also need at least 2m???? US of the set for braces and access.  The masking should be capable of providing unseen access from the wings to US of the flats.
The set consists of a wall of flats with window and door in them.  Additionally there is a mattress that turns into snow.

Various props include a Christmas tree (stored in wings) and umbrellas.
There are three flying elements: 

· Light-bulb CS

· Window-frame SL

· Umbrella SR

All of these fly from pulleys rigged from the grid with counter-weights in the wings.  The actors operate the flying during the show.

Venue to supply

· US black masking
· Black side masking with entry/exit
· Backstage blue work-lights in wings

· 12? stage weights: 

5 for set; 2 for side masking flats; 2 for smoke/fan tables; plus boom bases as required.
Company to supply
· Consumables: 

Talc; foil confetti; fake snow; feathers; smoke fluid.
· Flying elements and pulleys
Lighting

We will supply

· Set/show practicals: wind machine, smoke machines, fans.

· Colour filter

· Battteries for practicals
Venue to supply
· Pre-rig of lighting as per LX plan, patched and flashed through
· 4 x boom – two per side
· Dimmers / mains power for practicals as per lighting plan

· 2 x DMX to US of set; 2 x 13A socket to US of set for smoke machines 
· 1 x 13A socket at base of SR boom
· 2 x dimmer/relay with 13A socket US of set for fans

Sound
Sound will be run from a Mac with QLab3 software and requires a stereo mini jack to input into your house system.  
The performers will be using microphones to sing; they will need body-worn radio microphones.  These might be hired from the venue if suitable microphones are available.  The co. has ear-hangers, air-dusters, clips, tape etc.

Audio fold-back monitors are required on stage, L and R.

Wardrobe

We may need access to any laundry facilities you have: washer and dryer, but do not need any local wardrobe staff.  
Dressing Rooms / Cast Welfare
We would like access to two lockable dressing rooms with mirror, rail, and shower facilities.  The cast should have access to the Green Room, tea, coffee, and water, a fridge, and a microwave oven (if available).  
The TM and cast should have internet access via the theatre’s wifi system.  The TM should be provided with suitable quiet office space.
Transport

We will be touring in a Transit van, and will need parking; if there is none at the theatre, advice would be apprciated.

All of the music has been composed especially for the production and is therefore subject to grand rights.

We will require access to the stage 1hr 30mins before curtain up for the performers to reset and warm up.

We may also need the stage during the day for maintenance work so please let us know if there are any events on stage or in the auditorium during our visit.
